Central to this complex is the Parthenon. a magnificent temple dedicated to Athena. epitomizing the zenith of
ancient Greekartand architecture.

Odeon of Herodes Atticus

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Temple of AthenaNike

Adjacent to the Parthenonlies the Temple of Athena Nike. designed by architect Kallikrates in a square format.
Constructed between 426 and 421BC on a bastion at the southwestern edge of the Acropolis. it replaced
older temples whose remnants are preserved within the bastion. This small lonic temple features a frieze
adorned with diverse thematic representations. The eastern side showcases a gathering of gods surrounding
Zeus while the other sides depict battles between Greeks and Persians including the Athenian victory at the
Battle of Marathonin 490 BC.

Few sculptural remnants from the temple’s pediments have survived; the west pediment illustrates the
victory of the Olympian gods over the Giants (Gigantomachy). while the east depicts the Athenians' triumph
over the Amazons (Amazonomachy). The temple was dismantled in 1686 when the Turks utilizedits stones
for fortifications against the Venetians. A meticulous reconstruction occurred from 1836 to 1842
but subsequent modifications required correction startingin 2003 leading to an intricate rebuilding using new
marble from ancient quarries to fillin the gaps.

Around 410 BC a marble parapet embellished with reliefs was installed around the temple’s bastion for the
protection of visitors depicting Athena at rest after her victorious battles observing winged Nikes leading bulls
for sacrifice or adorned with weapons and victory decorations.

Acropolis Museum

At the foot of the Acropolis lies a museum dedicated to the site housing the artifacts unearthed
during excavations. A visit to this magnificent complex allows tourists to immerse themselves in the
invaluable history and culture of ancient Greece and enjoy these exceptional works. Among the
notable sections of the Acropolis Museum are the iconic Caryatids. marble sculptures from the
Parthenon. Archaic sculptures such as the Moschophoros (depicting a young man carrying a sheep).
friezes from the Temple of Athena Nike. and the Propylaea (the entrance gate to the Acropolis dating
back to the 5th century BC alongside the head of Alexander the Great.

The entrance fee to the Acropolis is €25, while a combined ticket for the Acropolis and its museum
costs approximately €45.

Initially composed of privateresidences. the Agora underwent a significant transformation under
the tyrant Pisistratus in the 6th century BCwho redefined it as the nucleus of Athenian governance.
He orchestrated the relocation of private homes established a sophisticated drainage system and erected
fountains and temples dedicated to the gods. Excavations commenced in the 19th century unveiling
substantial portions of the Agora with ongoing efforts since 1945 necessitating the demolition of
approximately 400 modern houses that had encroached upon this historic site.

Among the prominent monuments within the Ancient Agora are the Temple of Hephaestus. celebrated as the
best-preserved ancient temple in Greece and the recently renovated Stoa of Attalus. Originally constructed as
amarketplace by Attalus of Pergamon between 159 and 138 BC. the Stoa now serves as a museum housing an
array of intriguing artifacts unearthed during excavations in the area.
